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The aim of this conference is to provide an overview on Borderline personality disorder (BPD), with a  specific attention to psychotherapy and family interventions.

Different presenters, from the national and international community in the BPD field, will discuss several topics including evidence-based treatments, neurobiology, trauma, addiction, and family psychoeducation. 

Master clinician will be Dr. Perry Hoffman, President and Co-founder of the National Education Alliance for Borderline personality disorder (NEA-BPD). NEA-BPD's mission is to raise public awareness, to provide education to professionals and to promote research. 

Two years ago, NEA-BPD Italy, whose President is Dr. Maria Elena Ridolfi was founded.

The conference is open to clinicians, consumers and family members, and, along with providing scientific information, has also the aim to start  to actively involving family members around the country.

Following the conference, on May 9th and 10th, Dr. Perry Hoffman and Dr. Maria Elena Ridolfi will be conducting the first Italian Family Connections Training.
